GCSEs at Grade 3/D or above (including maths).

Applicants should be ready to complete a work placement
Satisfactory interview, assessment, school report and/or satisfactory reference.

ASSESSMENT METHOD

Two units are externally assessed by an online examination and the rest of the units are assessed by a
series of assignments. Each unit will be graded as Pass, Merit or Distinction and the overall grade
achieved at the end of the qualification will be determined by the individual unit grades.

Students are required to complete and pass all components to achieve their qualification.

Selection is by interview and academic reference.
Regular attendance and commitment to the course is essential.
