Assessments continue throughout the course both in practical and theory sessions. In addition there are 
VTCT online exams.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION
You will be expected to attend a work experience placement, this will help you gain experience and 
knowledge of the industry.

An interview for all candidates will be arranged with a member of the teaching team where you will have an 
opportunity to discuss the course and your individual needs.

You will need:

An ability to communicate one to one e.g. to a tutor or customer and in a group as part of 
discussions.
Reading & writing skills - You will need to produce written assignments and sit written exams.
Whilst high levels of numeracy are not required, you will need to measure products, work within 
specific timings etc.

Are you aged 16-18?
Study programmes are full-time courses for 16-18 year olds which include:
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A qualification such as BTEC Extended Diploma
Meaningful work experience or preparation for work
English and maths, if you don't already have GCSE grade A* - C (grade 4 or above) in English and 
maths
Non-study activities such as tutorials, voluntary work, fund-raising/charity work, sport or trips
